Take the family out for dinner. Options include Mexican cuisine at Jalapenois, delicious Italian
cuisine at Arlois and authentic Thai food at Bangkok Grill. Second Avenue Pizza is a favorite with
the kids with hand tossed pizzas piled high with your choice of ingredients. The Power House Bar
and Grill is located in the old Power House and features family dining such as steaks, seafood and
chicken dishes. Home of Sandpointis Best Burger, the restaurant also offers outside dining in summer
with great views of lake and mountains. The Chimney Rock Grill at Schweitzer Mountain specializes
in Northwest cuisine with hand cut steaks, buffalo burgers and fresh psh, perfect for plling up after a
day of skiing or mountain biking. The Hydra is Sandpointis original steak house. The dining room is
accented with stained glass and loads of plants to create a warm and comfortable atmosphere. Menu
includes steaks and prime rib, fresh seafood, pasta and salad bar.

A Night out on the Town: Eichardtis Pub and Grill is the localsi favorite hangout with plenty of
beers on tap including Guinness and a great menu that is sure to pll after a day of play in Sandpoint.

Swanis Landing offers waterfront dining in a lodge atmosphere with regional
cuisine. Sand Creek Grill offers delicious northwest cuisine in a comfortable atmosphere with creek
side dining in the summer. Spudis Rotisserie and Grill serves up excellent rotisserie meats and as
its name implies, potatoes galore. Try their homemade soups for lunch along with a sandwich, salad
or loaded baked potato. Cafe Trinity is the newest addition to Sandpointis ever-growing dining list
with southern-inspired menu items such as gumbo and etoufee. They also have steaks and seafood.
